“In o little hook published many years
ago, entitled ‘llow to get Money,' I find
the following remark: on advertising:
‘Whatever your occupation or calling may
be, if it needs support from the public,
advertise it thoroughly and efliciently in
some shape or other that will arrest public
attention. There may possibly be occupa-
tions that do not require advertising; but
I cannot well conceive what they are. Men
in business will sometimes tell you they
have tried advertising, and that it did not
pay. This is only when advertising 13
done sparingly and grudgin ly.
Homosopathic doses o ngvertising will
not pay, perhaps; it is like half a portion
of physic making the patient sick, but
cffecting nothing,  Administer liberally,
and the cure will be permanent. Somne
say they cannot afford to advertise, They
mist:lke; they cannot afford not to adver-
tise.
“If that was true forty years ago, it is
still more forcebly true to day. Business
has thrown off many of the forms that
hampered men engaged in it. Retailers
no longer tie their trade to one house, nor
expect to be personally acquainted with
each one of their customers.  People buy .
of the party who offer the best bargains,
be he friend or stranger. Although the
young firm of Sharp & Beatem are selling
goods very low,1t is not known around the
town, and they have no trade. Blow &
Steady have a good stock,are well known,
and claim to sell as cheap as the cheapest.
Sharp & Beatem must do something to in-
form the public that they have a better
stock of goods and arc selling cheaper
than Slow & Steady; they must advertise.
“fPo-morrow it will be heralded about
the city that Sharp & Beatem are selling
goods cheaper than any firm in the city.
People will wonder if it is true; they will
call ‘just to price things,’ buy much or lit-
tle, and go their way.
Slow & Steady notice that a great deal
of their old trade is going across the way;
what shall *hey do to regain it} They
conclude they must advertise; and in this
way udvertising is an absolute necessity.
To gain customess we must advertise to
kecp them. We must create s demand for
new goods by advertising their merits; we
must hold the sale of old goods by keeping
their good qualities before the public.
. “Every business should be advertised,
no matter where or what it is. If 3 mod-
erate custom was sure among a circle of
friends and acquaintances in a given local-
ity, 1t would atill be to the merchant’s in-
terest to advertise and increase trade.
The main expenscs of doing business will
be about 80 much, be the amount transact-
ed greater or less. A large business can
be done at o much less percentage of cost
than a gmall one, .A man can better afford
to sell one hundred thousand dollars worth
of goods at a profit of ten per cent., than
fifsy thousand at fifteen per cent. A mer-
chant may expect to hold trade by selling
low, but he must have first made it known
in some way that he is ready to sell low,or
he will not get the customers.
“Ways of advertising are as numerous
a8 the busy brain of man can invent.
‘*Posters on the wall are good, but they’
are there only & few days, and then they
arecovered by another advertiser. Signs
nailed to tiees along the country roads are
effectual while they last, but they soon
become old, or are rendered of no value by
a dozen others being nailed over and under
them. “
*“The most unmitigated humbugs in so-
liciting advertisements are the wen who
have ‘hotel catds,’ ‘depot cards,’ *business
cards,’ ‘maps’ and similar abominations,
Men will invest in these wild-cat enter-
prises who think an advertisemeot in the
daily or weekly paper is 80 much money
thrown away! .
“A retailer should advertise in evg%ﬂ
logitimate way. If by circulars, they sholt
contsin but a very few lines, and ought to
have something about them to attract the
render. Dut the retailer should invest
ninety-nive dollars 1n the columns of his
local paper to evéry one that bhe expends
for circalars, handbills or cards, His
name should be constantly before the buy-
ing public. But a small card of  half a
dogen lines, paid for by the year and never
¢hanged, is of doubtful vaiue."— Hatract

the parlor, They spun and wove four-
fi{ths of the clothing of the family, Tho
made tho butter and cheese which fille
the marke's of the country, Largely, the
clothing of the family was made by their
hands, with less of tho present style, to bo
aure, but with fur more comfort thau that
of tho present dny, It was no disgraco
then to be known as a workor, Induatry
waa deemed an honorable trait of character
aud usefuluness was the ground and medium
of influcuce among men,

The samo economy controlled the supply
af their tables, Comparatively fow of the
present luxusies were then known, Beldom
did their tables show any article of food
outside their home preduction. For meats,
beef and pork were their main relisuce,
intorspersed ocoasionally with a gquarter of
fresh veal or lamb, chickens trom tho
roost, or fish from theneighboring stroam,
These, with the products of the garden,
gave abundanco to their tables,and removed
all sense of want from thelr door. But it
wig a very inexpensive and  economical
life, It made very little demand for money,
and most of their wants were mot by their
own toil and skill,

Now it isnot claimed that all these pe-
culinrities can be brought back, and made
applicable to the present time. In many
respects they have passed, never to return,
Thestate of the country, and especinlly ny
it regards tho influx of foreign laborers,
and tho invention and ntroduction of
labor saving machinery into every depatt-
ment of business entgrprise, forbid the
iden. Nevertheless in many respects tho
olden times should be bronght back, as
they may e, with great profit to the flnan-
ces of tho country, and tho health of the
people. Our tables should be reduced to
the standard of frugality, Our clothing
made for health, comfort, and the simplest
forms of good taste, Our sons and daugh-
ters, with an enterprising industry in some
sphero of usefulness, must cease to be bur-
dens to beborne along, and become helpers
inthe great work of life. Self-denial,
which constitules so important an element
in the character of vur fathers, which con-
tributed so largely to make them pure and
nobie and good, should find a gonial wel-
come to our daily life, with its elevating
influence on our characters, and its con-
tributions to our daily comforts, These,
with a due regard to the changes which
linve come over the country, and the ne-
cessities to which those changes have given
rise, cannot fail to do much to relieve the
pressure of the times, and bring back the
olden prosperity.

But here arises an important practical
question—Is the present generation com-
petent to the task? Can we endure the
self-denial?  Have we the entorprise and
industry to make it a success? Time nlone
can answer this question. But the neces-
sity has already come. The age of indolent
luxury with tho masses of the people has

This in itself explans
the object for which it is done, and every
owner of domestic animals is very likely to
be benefited therevy.

Slaughter of Deer in the Adlrondacks.

Few people are aware to what extent
deer are slaughtered in the Adirondack
wilderness during the fall months by the
use of dogs, and in complete defiance of
the game laws which strictly prohibit the
pursuit of deer with dogs at any time,
When thesportsmen and tourists generally
have left the woods at the end of the sea-
son, the guides,many of the hotel keepers,
and hupters from all around the borders
of the wilderness who can muster a hound,

resort to the woods, until almost every
lake, pond and stream in the Adirondacks
has its hunters, each with a pack of
hounds, varying from two to fifteen dogs,
Of all mudes of hunting, this is the most
destructive in a region abounding in small
lakes, like the great wilderness of northern
New York. A deer always takes to the
water when closely pursued by dogs, and
as almost every lake and river has its
watchers, scarcely a deer escapes. Itis a
very moderate estimate to say that thou-
sands of deer have been killed already this
fall; and still the slaughter goes on, I
have known some parties to kill from six
to ten deeraduy, There are over six hun-
dred lakes in the Adirondack wilderness,
and at least two thirds of them are occu-
pied by hunters. Allowing one dee: killed
at each luke every day, which is but o
small estimate, four bundred deer have
been killed daily during the fall mouths of
this year.
It may be asked what 13 done with this
large amount of venison. The fore quar-
ters are generally thrown away or fed to
the dogs. The saddles, those that do not
spoil on the way, which by reagon of the
warm weather this fall, a large proportion
are sold in the markets. They are a noor
excuse for venison. Venison that has been
heated by the chase and suddenly chilled
by the plunge into the cold water, is to-
tally untit to eat, It is not only unwhole-
some but is black and tasteless, unless it
be a disagreenble taste which is sometimes
nauseating if the deer has run a long time,
Neither will it keep half as long as venison
killed in cool blood. No good venison is
taken to market until the last of Novem-
ber or Necember. Nearly all that reaches
the markets before that time from this
state, has been chased to the water by
dogs and is worthless, No gennine sports-
men will kill a deer in this way unless it
be absolutely necessary to supply his larder
while in the woods,in which cuse he would
be excusable, Almost every one is indig-

In view of the above facts, the question
suggests itself, what can be done to pre~
vent this wholesale slaughter of the game
in the great wilderness of northern New
York? It is not more game laws we want,
we have enough of them already. The
law 2ays: ‘It shall not he lawful to pur-
sue deer with Jdogs in any county in this
state at any time. It shall be lawful for
and person to shoot or kill any dog while
in actual pursuit of any deer,” &c. And
yet the woods are as full of dogs us they
are of squirrels, and there is no part of the
wilderness so remote or ko solitary now
but that the voice of the hournd is heard
driving the defenseless deer to rapid ex-
termination, Uuless some means are soon
devised to prevent this mode of hunting
deer, the time is short when the great
Adirondack wilderness will cense to Lo at—
tractive to sportsmen because of the ab-
sence of its most noble game,
There is an old adage **That what is
everybody’s businessis nobody’s business,”
and this seems to be espeeinlly true of the
enforsement of the gume lawsof the state.
