V a n Al len is autl ority, says a corres­
pondent of the N Y. Sun: 

L o n g Torn Davis of Owego , N . Y- , 
w a s a lawyer of 1 nusual and conceded 
ability, an ardent republican, an en­
thusiastic admirer of President Lincoln, 
and, dur ing the latter years of the war, 
a valuable m e m b e r of the N e w York 
legis lature. In 1864 he went to Wash­
ington, and whi le there cal led on the 
president with the intention of criticis» 
ing a certain line of policy, the expedi­
ency of which was then quest ioned by 
m a n y patriotic cit izens. 

Besides be ing tall e n o u g h to warrant 
the use of the phenomenal adjective by 
which he was dis t inguished from all 
shorter T o m Davises, he was a man of 
somber temperament and s ingular 
grav i ty of manner. Life for h im w a s 
too short and serious for a smi le ; ana 
being, for this a m o n g other reasons, 
quite incapable of understanding the 
character of Mr. Lincoln, he returned 
from the capital amazed and pained by 
the convict ion ,which ho did not hesitate 
to express, that our i l lustrious president 
was a little better that a buffoon. 

"Why, y o u great ly astonish me , 
Mr. Davis , said a g e n t l e m a n to w h o m 
he communica ted the impression of the 

Eresident. "I thought you w e r e one of 
is warmest supporters ." 

"WeU, I'll tell you ," was the reply, 
"just how he received m e and you" can 
j u d g e for yourself. H a v i n g been in­
troduced to him in terms, most flatter­
i n g as a stanch republican and efficient 
m e m b e r of the legislature, I began to 
m a k e the suggest ions I had in mind, 
whereupon the president e y i n g m e 
thoughtful ly inquired: "Mr. Davis, 
h o w tall a m a n are you?'" 

"I replied that I was s ix feet two v. 
inches ,upon which he rejoined: 'Why, 
are you as tall as that? Come, l e t m e 
s e e , ' a n d , back ing m e against the door, 
he took a pencil , marked m y he ight on 
the j a m b and afterward his own, the 
t w o marks basing close together. 

'"We're pretty nearly of a size, ' said 
he. 'But, Davis , I think m y foot is 
longer than yours . ' So he insisted on 
measur ing m y feet, after which he be­
g a n to discuss our we ights and the s ize 
of our chests and arms. 

"In this way , wi th these trivial c o m ­
parisons and conjectures, he look up 
all m y t ime, fully fifteen minutes , un­
til a man came in who appl ied for a 
clerical posit ion in one of the depart-
mentaton the s trength of h a v i n g lost a 
hand in the service of bis country. 

"*Oh, y o u g o and see Seward, ' said 
the president . 'I don't k n o w a n y t h i n g 
about your hand; y o u may have lost it 
in a steel trap. ' 

" N o w , " conc luded Mr. Davis, earn­
estly, "do y o u think he has the requisite 
d ign i ty for so high an office?" 

T h e interview, of which the forego­
i n g is a mere outline, seems del ic iously 
a m u s i n g from the fact that Mr. Davis , 
patriot and statesman that he was, had 
not the remotest appreciation of the 
humor of the incident. The president, 
burdened and worn , bowed by his At -
lantean load of responsibil ity, and 
wearied by a long day s work, was in 
no mood to go over with his visitor 
ground frequently traversed before, 
perhaps in protracted cabinet-debates .

A t 
t imes the tender-hearted c louds shut 
the sky entirely off from all v i e w of 
what was g o i n g on beneath in the 
arena, whi le frequent short April- l ike 
showers of tears (?) fell from them,

The 
occas ion was Mazzantini 's farewell to 
his Paris ian public, which has made 
such a hero of him. N o t on ly had fat­
ted calves been killed in his honor in 
appreciation of the fatted bulls which 
Mazzantini had kil led with such glory, 
but bats and handkerchiefs waved , 
presents of silver, of gold, and jewe l s 
were thrown to him after his l i t t le 
speech of farewell , and flowers, in 
forms of wreaths , boquets, a n d hearts, 
soon covered the gore-stained ground . 
Of all these gifts the only one this Span­
ish grandee no t i ced . at all was a s im­
ple bunch of violets . This he stooped 
to pick up, and kissed in the direct ion 
of the fair dame who" had thrown it .

ADIRONDACK LANDS. 

T h e State Establishes Its Title to a Laroe 
Tract In Morehouse, Hamilton County. 

It is understood that the court of ap­
peals baa just rendered another decision 
regarding titles to lands in- the Adiron­
dack region, and ODC in which many resi­
dents of central New York will be inter­
ested. The state bad acquired t i t le 
through tax tales to about 18.000 acres of 
land in the town of Morehouse, Hamilton 
county, and held it several vearB. It was 
claimed that in August , 1888. over 4,000 
•ores of this land went back into the 
hands of the original owners, the heirs of 
the Morehouse estate, because of alleged 
erroneous assessments. Included in this 
4 ,000 acres were Morehouse and P i n e 
lakes, which are much frequented by cen­
tral N e w York anglers. An Albany land 
firm looked into the case, and it ia said 
bought uavthe title of the original o w n ­
ers for $1,500 .and obtained tho benefits 
result ing from the cancellaii.iDS, amount­
ing to more than the price paid. Some 
time ago an action was begun by the 
state against a man for trespass and cat­
t ing t imber on a portion of this tract. In 
order to obtain judgment the etate was 
obliged to prove its title to the property 
in question, and i t is Said to have been 
successful. T h e decision establ ishing the 
title ia the one referred to. If the above 
statement of the matter ia correct, and it 
ia believed to be, it is likely to affect the 
Morehouse lake club formed laat Septem­
ber. The c lub is composed of gent lemen 
residing in MiddJeville, L'ttle Fal ls , 
Poland, Newport , Ut ica and other towns 
in Oneida and Herkimer counties. It was 
said that they bad acquired tit le to 1,668 
ecres of land, including Morehouse,Btrto, 
Mud and Alder Creek lakes, together with 
the Darting and (port ing privileges of 
about 4,000 acres, but there teems to be a 
possibility now that they may lose it.

Clayton said : " Uofottunate ly , this be ing 
a pol i t ical mardf r and having attuned a 
purely political aspect, there is little or 
no hope that justice wil l be meted out to 
the assassins. A public trial of the gui l ty 
men would ezpoae so much e lect ion 
rascality and would reach so many promi­
nent people either directly or indirect ly 
that it has become necessary to smother 
investigation. To illustrate, it will be 
remembered that J u d g e ( unyghsm, who 
made the fearltfes charge to the Grand 
Jury of Cunway County, a t d his prose­
cut ing Attorney, who also took a bold 
stand for justice, afterwards under pres­
sure resigned their < ffiees and left the 
State. They were old cit izens and D e m o ­
crats, and the character of the pressure 
brought to bear upon them may be imagin­
ed. At the time of the murder ibv Arkan-
Bat Gazette, a Democratic organ of fifty 
years' standing, denounced the acts in 
tbe most v igorous U r g u a g c and de ­
manded that the guilty be brought to 
justice. Suddenly the proprietor found 
it to bis interest to tell out. He did so 
and retired. /

COMMISSIONERS OF FISHERIES. 
The state commissioners of fisheries 

bave prepared their e ighteenth annual 
report, and it is a very interesting one. 
Tbe commissioners report that the part 
year has been mrst successful in every de­
partment of their woik . The superin­
tendent? of the several butcheries have 
^rj^V%WWriM^wU^ay^ 
ing on the Hudson was a success, and at 
no t ime since the organization of Ibe 
f ommission has such t borough and effici­
ent work been done by the game and fish 
protectors as during the past year. Over 
13,000,000 e g g s and fry were distributed 
from tbe Caledonia fish hatchery alone. 
The hatchery has been thoroughly, re­
paired, and its general capacity increased. 
At Cold Spring Harbor and at Sacandaga 
very gratifying results were obta ined . ' 
Tbe Adirondack and Ful ton chain hatch­
eries are both up to their usual standard 
of efficieecy, and distributed mil l ions of 
fish fry. Both have been enlarged. N o ­
where in this state has the work of the 
commission been so satisfactorily received 
or given so much encouragement as in the 
territory around tbe Ful ton chain. T h e 
attempt at hatching muscalocge on a 
large scale at Chautauqua lake was un­
successful, but it is believed better re­
sults can be obtained next year. Th i s 
year tbe commissioners will operate the 
hatchery 0 / M. B Hill at Clayton. T h e 
'is'ribntion of fry and eggs from the 

several hatcheries last year was 81,489,-
688. 

The commissioners ask an appropris- -
tionjof $8 500 to fit up a car lor the dis­
tribution of e g g s and fry, and for hatch­
ing sbadNiod 
present p o l i c y 
send fish fry t o a l l . . . . , 
tbem to stock public watrre, p r o v i n g 
the parties will agree to psy the- transpor­
tation charges. This ia manifestly un­
just ; as the fish are for the bent fit of all, 
tbe cost of transportation should be a 
public charge. 

Tbe commissioners recommend tbe pas­
sage of an act for the protection of tbe 
Adirondacks. For the past few years 
thoughtful men throughout the state have 
recognized tbe necessity of presetving for 
future generations the Adirondack wil­
derness. T b e success of the movement t o 
establish a state park at Niagara Fal l s , 
and the recent creation of the public pre­
serves in tbe Catskills bave suggested the 
advisability of securing in tbe same man­
ner the great Adirondack forests.

TOO TRUE. 

T b e fol lowing from the N e w York Tri­
bune, g iv ing a few jeasons why farms are 
abandoned, contains words of sad but un­
varnished truth: 

A detailed account of the reasons why 
some of the farms of N e w England are 
abandoned has been given by a writer in 
N e w Hampshire, who describes a place 
of road 1 } miles long on which are 4 0 
I arms. Of these, * i i g b t have been d e ­
serted. There is a touching note of 
pathos in the simple narative concerning 
some of t h e m : 

The next farm is owned by O H. Bick-
ford, and is in s ight of Mr. Shepard's old 
home. His children all married, left 
borne and bave brmes of their own. 
Upon his wife's death, several years ago , 
Mr. Bickford shot up his bensc and wee t 
to live with his daughter. * * * Near by is 
tbe Samuel D^w place. Mr. acd Mrs. 
Dow have been dead a good many year*, 
and tbe place is now owned by ex-Gov. 
Preacott. N o one has liveed upon i t for 
many years. Within sight it the Jonathan 
Swain place, now unoccupied Its last 
tenant was tbe daughter, who died two 
months ago. Her parents had long been 
dead. 

Bammed up, the matter is thus' tersely 
put: " Death and the attractions of ci iy 
life have been important factors <n strip­
ping the farms of former occupants " The 
latter reason suggests a tendency in 
American life that is likely to produce 
unwelcome results. The desire to leave 
the coumry home for the elixir and un­
certainties of life in a city or smaller 
town is especially strong in the boyg of 
tbe family, anything which tends to 
counteract it will reduce the number of 
abandoned farms.

THE LDNACY COMMISSION'S IMPORT. 

The first report of the new Oommisiion 
In Lunacy, which ancoeeded to the powers 
and duties of the State Board of Obarities 
in respect to the insane, was presented to 
tb* Legislature on Wednesday last. It 
classifies and enumerates the institutions 
wherein Insane persons are kept; seta forth 
th* scope of the Commission's work, dis­
cusses various topics connected with,that 
work, and then takes up tbo them* of 
State supervision of the Inaaoe. ft reel tea 
tb* progreu of efforts in tot* fltat* to 
alleviate th* condition of th* inaane, 
quoting from the lawa which forbade tbe 
counties from caring for their aoule aod 
obronlp insane. (0 1871 power waa given 
tbe^tate Board of Charities to exempt 
counties whioh in ita judgment had 
sufficient facilities tor oaring for their own 
inaane. ThUpowar bac been exercised 
in behalf of nineteen counties, and one 
(Clinton) was exempted by special aot. 
On October 1, 1889, there were 0,371 of 
those so-called "ohronlo" insane—3,138 
in State asylums, 1,848 in exempt county 
poor-houses, and 885 in noo-exempt« 
county poor-house*.

RECOVERED PAY FOR HER BONDS. 
The court of appeals has decided the 

case of Klir.a C. Northrop, respondent, 
against the American Kxchange National 
bank, appellant, in favor of Mrs. North­
rop, formerly a resident of Kllisburg, but 
now l iving in Ltwvi l le . Mrs. North­
rop wss the owner of three Jefferson 
county war bonds, which she deposited at 
H D. Hungerford's bank, February 10, 
1HHI Hungerford, without the knowl­
edge or consent of Mrs. Northrup, de­
livered the bond* to the American Ex­
change National bank in psyment of sums 
then due the bank. This waa his own in­
debtedness. Bhortiy thereafter he died. 
Then Mrs." Nortkrup learned that her 
bonds had been wrongfully disposed of 
and demanded the bonds of the American 
Kxchange National bank, and upon their 
refusal to deliver them began an action 
for them. It was tried in October, 1886, 
at Lewis county circuit, before Judge 
Vann, and a verdict was recovered. This 
was affirmed by the general term, and 
then the defendants took the case to the 
court of appeals. It wss argued January 
10th, and judgment affirmed Friday J. 
C. MoCartin for Mrs. Northrup; L. B. 
Burnell, of New York, for the bank. The 
bonds now amount to $1,8U8. The plain­
tiff Is <)uite an old lady. 

SOME ADIRONDACK LANDS. 

A Complication That Has Arisen in Re­
gard to th* Possess ion o f Part o f an 

Important Ptirohss*. 

In March of last year, Messrs. E. H. 
Meyers, A. £ Ki lby , Jamas Gel via of 
Carthage, and Charles G. Emery, ( w h o 
owns Calumet island in River Bt. Law­
rence opposite Clayton, but who resides 
in Brooklyn), and Theodore Basaelio, of 
Oroghan, purchased 6,500 sore* of the 
Moo** river tract situated in Herkimer 
and Hamilton counties. For th* conven­
ience of the parties In sel l ing the lsnd in 
parcels when opportunity offered, the 
deed was taken in the name of Mr. Gal-
vln only, and a writing waa executed be­
tween htm and all the other parties to the 
effect that he held aa trustee for all but 
bia one-fifth. This agreement was dated 
March 18 ,1889 . Eacb contributed equally 
to the purchase price of the land and 
owned an equal share in i t . I t waa 
learned afterwards that In 1860 the state 
comptroller had sold in 18S6 for taxes 
about e ighty aorea, a portion of lot N o . 
55, In township N o . 8. of the tract tbey 
bought , and on which was located a pri­
vate lodge bui lding belonging at that 
t ime to a N e w York gentleman named 
Pratt. The land thua aold was-situated 
in Herkimer county, and the certificate 
waa issued to one Hiram Buck of Albany, 
but no deed was given by the comp­
troller. Mr. Galvin, on behalf of him­
self and thoae for whom he was trustee, 
sent Samuel Gaimon, of Watson, to 
Albany to redeem the land ao sold for 
laxea. He succeeded in doing this ao far 
aa ntram Buck was concerned in July last 
and procured a transfer and delivery of 
the comptroller's certificate. Oarmon was 
asked by Basselin to del iver the certificate 
to him (Basselin), and this waa done. 

Here comes the pinch. Messrs. Ki lby, 
Galvin, Emery and Myera had g o o d rea­
son to believe that Mr. Basselin would 
procure a deed of this eighty-acre track of 
the comptroller to himself individually. 
The parties therefore decided upon bring­
ing a suit at once, and the notice of 
pendency was filed in Herkimer county, 
and the suit began Monday to compel 
RasBelln to deliver this certificate to Mr. 
Galvin, and have it a J judged that the in­
strument in his hands is embraced with 
the same trust as when in the hands of 
Garmon. The consideration paid by 
Oarmon for the certificate waa $100. 

At Carthage, Monday, the members of 
the association or company met Garmon 
and tendered him $160 with interest from 
July 20th for the certificate, and | 2 0 on 
account of his expenses, which Garmon 
refused to accept. He also declined to 
hand over the certificate. The $185 was 
deposited in the First Nation bank of 
Cartilage, subject to Gannon's order. 
The land in question ia considered to be 
of great value to the gentlemen named, 
worth at leant $8,500, and they believe 
they will suffer damages in that sum. The 
plaintiffs demand that the certificate and 
rights be held in trust for them, and for 
futher relief, including $500 for deten­
tion of the papers. 

The case will be of deep interest at 
least to the parties, and for the present 
no deed will be granted Mr. Basselin by 
the comptroller. W. M. Rogers of this 
c i ty , has been retained for the plaintiffs. 
Tho title of case is James Galvin, in hit 
own right, and as trustee, of Epbraim H. 
Meyers, Theodore B. Basselin, Charles G. 
Emery and A. E. Kilby and Ephraim H. 
Meyers, Charles G. Emery and Allen E. 
Kilby against Samuel F. Garmon and 
Thoodore B. Basselin. — Watertown Timet.
